When we communicate with others, we express our thoughts and feelings not only
through the words we choose, but also through our tone of voice, facial expression and body
language. In fact, many communication experts believe that far more information is
communicated non-verbally (without words) than verbally (with words). "Body language" is
an important part of non-verbal communication.

Body language includes many different aspects of our everyday physical behavior; the way
we greet one another; how we stand, how we sit or walk; the way we position our arms and
legs or use our hands and eyes are some of the most basic.

To learn another language is more than just learning words and grammar, it involves
learning about another culture, too.
